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I read a story recently 
about Henry Ford.  In the 
early days of the 
automobile, a man was 
driving along in his   
Model T Ford when it 
quit running.  He worked 
on   it for a while, but 
unsuccessfully.  Another 
man stopped to help and 
in about five minutes of 
tinkering, got it running 
again.  The man 
identified himself as 
Henry Ford and said, òI 
am the designer and 
builder of this car.  When 
something is wrong with 
it, I know how to fix it.ó 

From its first verse, 
the Bible confirms that 
òGod created the 
Heavens and the earthó 
and everything that is in 
them.  But God did not 
create the world, and 
then sit back with arms 
folded, leaving it, and us, 
to function on our own.  
Through the earthly 
presence of Jesus Christ, 
and now through the 
indwelling of the Holy 
Spirit, God is at work 
showing us His will and 
directing us in His way.

As we continue 
through this season of 
Lent, and we come 
face to face with the 
cross, let us remember 
that Jesus came to 
earth to heal and to 
save ð to fix in us that 
which is broken.  Let us 
put our faith and trust 
in God, the designer 
and builder of life, who 
raised Jesus from the 
dead. As Easter 
people, we are the 
c h u r c h  o f  t h e 
resurrection.  Here at 
First Church we 
celebrate Christõs 
victory over sin and 
death, and therefore 
our victory, every 
Sunday. 

Have you ever 
wondered why we 
worship on Sunday, 
rather than following 
the Jewish tradition of 
worshiping on the 
seventh day of the 
week?  The early 
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Christians began to 
worship on the first 
day of the week 
because it was òthe 
Lordõs Resurrection 
Day.ó  As a witness to 
our resurrection faith, 
most Christians have 
c o n t i n u e d  t o 
celebrate this weekly 
anniversary of the 
r e s u r r e c t i on  o n 
Sunday. 

Our attendance 
at Sunday school and 
church has been very 
good during these 
past few weeks, and I 
encourage you to be 
in church every week 
as we celebrate and 
serve our Risen Savior.
